Why do I believe in the risen Lord? Not because I have
seen him, but because others have told me about him.

When asked to contribute an article for this thought-provoking series, I felt compelled to begin my prepa-
ration by reviewing materials acquired and ideas shaped while an organ student many years ago at Stetson
University, and subsequently at Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary in my early training for a life
vocation and calling to be a Minister of Music.

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ICARE NEWS

On March 22, 390 Justice Ministry Network members from 24 churches gathered at
Greater Grant AME Church to hear the issue cuts for this year’s Nehemiah Assembly on Monday, I.C.A.R.E
April 11, at 7PM. The issue cuts are:

Homelessness:

Problem: There are over 3,900 people homeless every night in Duval County. There are only 800 beds for the homeless
available in Duval County.

Recommended Best Practice: Miami-Dade County has drastically reduced its homeless population through the estab-
lishment of several proactive initiatives including a day time drop in center where the homeless can shower, use a phone
or computer, pick up mail, and secure their belongings. Our issue cut will press for the establishment of just such a
center that will not only provide services but connect the homeless to resources that can break the cycle of
homelessness.

Crime:

Duval County has an unacceptable rate of youth crime affecting the safety and security of many neighborhoods.

Recommended Best Practices:

Orlando, FL has implemented a Restorative Justice program in 6 high crime neighborhoods for the last 10 years, an aver-
age of 300 youth offenders participate in Neighborhood Accountability Boards annually. The Restorative Justice
program boasts an 85% completion rate and 9% recidivism rate for all who complete their initial contract of restitution.
The cost for this program is approximately $3 dollars per youth offender. Our issue cut will press for the establish-
ment of a Restorative Justice program in high crime neighborhoods similar to the pilot program ICARE con-
vinced the school district to establish last year in 2 neighborhood schools.

Drop Outs:
Duval County has an unacceptable graduation rate. Only 2 out of 3 students finish high school in Duval County; only

23% of African American males graduate from high school in Duval County.

Recommended Best Practices:

Currently, there is no effective reading curriculum in place to help the 18,000 off track students succeed. ICARE is
exploring Direct Instruction as a curriculum to be implemented in the district for students who are one or more
years behind grade level in reading. ICARE also understands that great curriculum is not effective if students are
not in school.
