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 Ten at 10 
Ten weeks at 10:00 Survey Results 

Last Summer, from July 4th through Sunday, September 5th (Labor Day Weekend) SJPC had only one worship 
service.  For 10 weeks we experimented with different forms of worship in different locations.  At the conclusion 
of Ten at 10 a survey was made available.  Many thanks to the nearly 100 of you who gave us valuable feedback.  

The Strategic Plan challenged us to “initiate a complete redesign and restructuring of the regular 
Sunday morning Order of Worship and Sunday School” and to “assume no givens relative to Sunday School, 
Number of Services, Contemporary vs. Traditional (Combined Services)” and “explore longer worship ser-

vices.” Ten at 10 allowed us to experiment with a variety of worship services that not only (again from the 

Strategic Plan) “preserve(d) one church family” but also enhanced the music program with “more energetic 
and vibrant melodies; more flexible and versatile selections; more engaging music for youth and young 
adults.”   

With over 82% of the survey responders having attended at least half of the services, the comments 
ranged from extremely positive to extremely negative, but the results of the survey were overwhelmingly 
positive: 

 

85% of the responders either somewhat liked or liked very much the time change and think it should be repeated next year.  
Comments ranged from “Perfect for the summer!” “More relaxed, and wonderful to all be together as one church family,” 
“The time is so family friendly,” and “I think 10:00 should be our new time all the time!” to “Please don't change the regu-
lar times,” “I missed having a Sunday school class to attend,” “We went elsewhere at 11:00 AM,” “ and “no! No! N0!” 

82% of you either somewhat liked or liked very much the variety and 74% think the variety should be repeated 

next year.  Again the responses were all over the board:  “Diversity is always good,” “Very creative, and all within 
the reformed tradition,” (Liked)”some more than others!!”  “It’s good for everyone to experience some change,” “Perhaps 
we had too much variety,” “I like (the) traditional service” and “I want Sunday school at 10:00 AM.” 

An overwhelming 95% of the survey responders enjoyed worshipping as one congregation.  But, again, not all the comments 
were positive.  “Great to bring us all together and meet some who we never would have met,” “It was nice and I would be 
in favor of an occasional joint worship in the sanctuary.” “Every once and a while,” “I like Sunday School as well as tradi-
tional church,” and “As long as the balcony is not closed off.” 

 

Next month we will explore some of the results from the specific services.  The Worship Committee 
has found all of the results and comments to be a great tool in making informed decisions about Worship at 
South Jax.   
 
Greg McMillan, Chairman of the Worship Committee  
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This is the second in a series of articles about why we worship.  Last month Dr. Kolb stated that “In 

worship, we are not the audience; God is. We are the actors, engaged in honoring and adoring the deity. The pas-
tor, choir director, band leader, musicians, choirs, and praise teams are present to help facilitate the “work of 
the people,” fulfilling our chief end as human beings, which in the Presbyterian Church is „to glorify God and 
enjoy God forever.‟”  This month John Ragsdale puts a more personal spin on the subject.   

 

Why I Worship 
 
I have read a lot of books about worship and studied the theology of worship, but, when it comes right down to it, 

the reasons I worship are more practical and experiential. 
 

I worship, first of all, to encounter something larger than myself.  In our tradition, we name it God, Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit.  I need to be in touch with the larger and ultimate realities of life.  I yearn to know something of the life 

beyond.  I am inspired by the faith that others lived hundreds and thousands of years before my own and want to 
know God and the wonder of his grace and love. 

 

I worship to be connected to others in the community of faith here and around the globe.  I have found through the 
years that the church has put me in relationship with many others whom I would never have known and may never 

have chosen as friends.  That has been enriching and enlarging for my faith and spirit.  Through the community en-
countered in worship, I am put in touch with the needs of others, learn from their strengths and experiences, and get 

to see what God is up to in their lives. 

 
I worship to be challenged by good preaching and enriched by lively arts.  Preaching that is imaginative, thoughtful, 

and close to the text pushes me in helpful ways.  Visual and musical arts engage me deeply and emotively and help 
me to encounter God in ways beyond my logical mind. 

 
My prayer is that worship might enrich and enlarge you in equally compelling ways.

Another nurturing  reality of the LOGOS System of Christian nur-

ture is this:  

REALITY: “GIFTS” God equips every Christian with gifts and calls every Christian to share in the 

work of 

ministry to build up the Body of Christ.  
♥ CONVICTION: “CALL”  

The best way to deploy the gifts of all the people for ministry is to recover and implement the Biblical 

concept of Call.  
 

Created in the image of God and by the grace of God, every person, younger and older, is blessed with certain 

gifts. Each person has different gifts. There are sufficient gifts among the members of a particular church to ful-

fill the ministry to which they are called and empowered.

What is Solace for the Children?  
Solace for the Children (“Solace”) is a 501(c)3 nondenomi-
national organization of volunteers committed to demon-
strating God’s love by providing medical and dental care to 
children in need.  Solace brings children from Afghanistan 
to the United States for treatment and respite care with 
American host families.  The medical and dental care is pro-
vided pro-bono through the local medical community.  Sol-
ace’s goal is to return the children home to Afghanistan 
healthier, and with an understanding of what it is to live in 
peace.  Solace was founded in 1997 in Lake Norman, NC 
and expanded in 2010, with branches in Jacksonville and 
Los Angeles. 
 

With about 50,000 citizens per physician in Afghani-
stan, most children have little or no opportunity to re-
ceive even basic healthcare.  There are no systems in 
place to support even the smallest need.  Solace cares 
specifically for these needs, with the objective of re-
storing health and hope for these children.  
 

Through Solace programs, friendships develop between 
Afghan children of differing ethnic backgrounds, host fami-
lies of differing denominations, Afghans and Americans, 
and local Christian and Muslim volunteers.  Solace believes 
that these relationships are the beginning of a foundation 
for lasting peace between Americans and Afghans, one per-
son at a time.   
 

Participant Profile: Fakhria  
Eleven-year-old Fakhria is from Kabul, one of six children 
of a loving but impoverished Muslim family.  Fakhria lived 
the first decade of her life with a serious heart defect which 
left her undersized and constantly exhausted.    
 
 
 
 

At her parents’ request, Solace brought her to Jacksonville 
for open-heart surgery in 2009, and again in 2010, for fol-
low-up treatment and evaluation.  Fakhria’s heart now 
functions normally and she lives in Afghanistan, as a testa-
ment to the generosity and love she experienced in Jack-
sonville.

Participant Profile: Hikmat  
In early 2010, the Solace program was discussed at a meet-
ing of tribal leaders in a remote area of Afghanistan. The 
following day, one tribal leader returned with Hikmat, a 
shy quiet girl, in need of surgery. Born with a cleft pallet, 
Hikmat’s family had previously sent her to a neighboring 
country for help, but with no success.  However, through 
Solace, Hikmat was brought to Jacksonville in June 2010, 
and her extensive surgery began.  She returned home to 
Afghanistan after the 2010 program excited again about 
life.  Trust among Americans and Afghans in that remote 
area has been strengthened, opening new doors and stabi-
lizing relationships.  Hikmat will return to Jacksonville in 
summer 2011, to complete her treatment.

The cost of bringing each Solace child to Jacksonville is ap-
proximately $3,000, which covers the expenses of obtain-
ing an ID, passport, Visa, round-trip airfare, and interpreter 
services.  This year, the Jacksonville branch hopes to bring 
16 Afghan children.  Monetary donations of any amount 
would be greatly appreciated.

There are 4000 homeless men, women and children on the streets of our city on any  given night and only 800 avail-

able beds.  That should disturb every person of faith.  Homelessness is a complex issue with no easy fixes.  What 

ICARE hopes to do, after a period of intensive research, is to focus on one component of homelessness that our coa-

lition of 24 inter-faith congregations can address at its Nehemiah Assembly in April.  

 

Our committee meets weekly, and sometimes bi-weekly, to research all aspects of homelessness in our community. 

Who are the homeless?  How many are there?  Why are they homeless?  What are their needs?  What services are 

available to them?   

 

To gain insight into those questions we have met with representatives of agencies that deal everyday with the home-

less, such as Community Connections, Sulzbacher Center, Clara White Mission and City Rescue Mission.   Other 

agencies are on our agenda for the coming weeks. We will update you on our findings.
