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I try to read research on what’s happening in churches across   

America so that I can better understand the challenges and 

opportunities that face us at South Jacksonville Presbyterian 

Church. 

 According to some recent research by George Barna 

on the State of the Church, some religious behavior has 

changed dramatically in the last 20 years. 

For example, most Americans – roughly four out of five – consider them-

selves to be Christians. For that majority, however, the past two decades have been a 

time of substantial religious change. Just as American society itself is in a state of 

substantial upheaval, so are those who declare themselves to be Christian redefining 

the core practices and beliefs of Christianity in America. Five of the six religious be-

haviors tracked underwent statistically significant changes since 1991, and five of the 

seven belief measures also changed notably. 

 The five transitions in religious behaviors included the following: 

 Attendance at a church service in any given week has declined among self-

identified Christians by nine percentage points since 1991. Now only a minority 

of this group – 47% - can be found in church events during a typical  week.  

(18%) now attend during a typical week. 

 Whereas 30% of the self-identified Christians volunteered at a church during  a 

typical week back in 1991, that figure has declined to 22% today. 

 Bible reading dropped slightly over the last 20 years within this segment, going 

from 51% to 46%. This is another marker in which a majority of this  group no 

longer participates. 

 Those who embrace the label “Christian” for themselves are now ten percent age 

points more likely to be unchurched than was true in 1991. The 31% who fit this 

profile have not attended any church service during the past six months, exclud-

ing special services such as weddings or funerals. 

 

What this means is that there are more and more things competing for our 

time and attention, that take us away from our basic core values to worship and to 

pray; to study God’s word and respond to God’s call to share Christ’s love with oth-

ers; to do justice, love kindness, and walk humbly with God. 

As we begin our programming year, I hope that you will “swim 

against this tide” and take advantage of all the opportunities      

contained in this newsletter to deepen your faith and your service 

and your allegiance to godly endeavors.

 On February 9, 1960, Adolph Coors III was kid-

napped and held for ransom. His body was found seven 

months later on a remote hillside. He had been shot to death. 

Adolph Coors IV, who was fifteen years old at the time, lost 

not only his father but his best friend. For years, young Coors 

hated Joseph Corbett, the man who was sentenced to life for 

the slaying. 
 

 Then in 1975 Ad Coors became a Christian. He 

knew this hatred for Corbett blighted his growth in faith and 

also alienated him from other people. Still, resentment 

seethed within him. He prayed, asking God to help him stop 

hating Corbett. 
 

 Coors eventually felt led to visit Corbett in the maxi-

mum security unit of Colorado’s Canon City penitentiary. 

Corbett refused to see him, but Coors left a Bible with this 

inscription: “I’m here to see you today and I’m sorry that we 

could not meet. As a Christian I am summoned by our Lord 

and Savior, Jesus Christ, to forgive. I do forgive you, and I 

ask you to forgive me for the hatred I’ve held in my heart for 

you.” 

 Coors later confessed, “I have a love for that man that 

only Jesus Christ could have put in my heart.” Coor’s heart, 

imprisoned by hatred, was at last set free.
